Midstate

Paying monthly bills becomes a breeze when you have a clear picture of your expenses. Nowadays, people are changing
their viewing habits, ditching traditional TV to avoid the soaring costs. Let's break it down—over 90% of networks and TV
stations are controlled by media giants that keep growing through mergers and acquisitions. This hundred-dollar bill
pictured above symbolizes your TV funds, and your local cooperative gets just a tiny slice. Why? Because during
negotiations, if we resist their price hike, they can pull their channel, leaving you in the dark.

Why is this happening? Well, these giants own most of the networks, and until Congress changes these regulations, the
media giants can set their rate however they see fit. They do this by charging retransmission fees. Back in 2010, a gallon of
milk cost about $3.25. If milk increased in price as your cable TV has, that same gallon of milk would cost $42.38 today. This
is an increase of 24% per year. If you want to read more information about how this affects your TV viewing, check out
www.tvonmyside.com. It dives into ongoing disputes between networks and companies. As for Midstate's piece of the $100
bill above, it goes into the equipment in our headends, ensuring that the TV signal reaches your homes. This is a very tiny
piece of your monthly bill.
